Government support and international aid bolster recovery efforts, though logistical issues and inflation remain
significant hurdles. Looking ahead, integrating artificial intelligence and automation in retail processes is expected
to enhance operational efficiency and customer experiences, fostering cautious optimism for sustained sector growth
in Ukraine’s challenging environment.
